
Acrylic Supply List

Certain paint brands are suggested, but if you already have some acrylic paint, bring it with you, along with the following items:
1. PAINTS and mediums
The acrylic paints can be Golden brand, DaVinci, or Liquitex (the latter is less expensive, just as good, and can be bought at Michael's or at Blick’s). If you want to pick and choose colors yourself, look for artist or professional grade paints. I recommend the following colors:

 

Hansa Yellow

Ultramarine Blue
Phthalo Blue
Phthalo Green
Quinacridone Red or Magenta

Pyrrol or Napthol Red
Burnt Sienna (Brown)

Green Gold (made by Golden)--optional
Black (Mars or Ivory black)
Titanium White

MATTE MEDIUM (any brand) 
an 8 oz. or larger jar of Acrylic Matte Medium; this is used to extend or thin your acrylic paints

White gesso (8 oz); not absorbent ground gesso.

2. PAPER 
at least 2 full (22’ x 30”) sheets of Strathmore Aquarius II paper or Rising Stonehenge or any kind of printmaking paper (you can cut this in half for class use) AND/OR old, failed watercolor or acrylic paintings on paper; I can sell you some sheets in class for $3.50
3. Brushes—round or flat (old watercolor brushes are useful)
any synthetic brush will do as long as they are not too tiny---best is a 1 1/2 inch flat brush, and a round #16, but don't buy anything special--just bring what you have and I definitely have extra brushes to loan you!

 
4. Other items 
1 pencil with eraser, Sharpie marker
small Masterson Stay-wet palette (something with a tight fitting lid and large mixing areas) to use as a mixing palette (styrofoam meat trays work in a pinch, if you don’t plan on saving/storing the paint).

a few small 2-4 oz plastic containers with lids (you can get Glad brand at the grocery store or Dollar store) for mixing other colors
2 large water containers (32 oz. yogurt container is good, as are 2 gallon buckets with handles)
8-16 oz sized spray bottle from Walgreen’s or hardware store
Viva paper towels and/or old rags
5. Optional items

a few sheets or a roll of large tracing paper (18 x24 or thereabouts); this comes in a big tablet made by Strathmore & other companies. I can give you some sheets to use in class.

A brayer (either rubber or hard plastic, about 5 or 6 inches wide); I have extras to share.
rubbing alcohol use for texture effects and for cleaning up.
Also useful (but optional): white charcoal pencil, Caran D’Ache water soluable crayons, Saral transfer paper (I will bring extra). The Caran Dache crayons are expensive, so I will bring in some of my old ones for us all to use.
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
